5. For HDMI display output, a delay occurs while w aiting for both the display device and M70HD to
sync up. Wait for around 4 to 7 seconds until you see the camera image on the screen.

the manual but | cannot get a picture on the preferred presentation screen.

1. The unit POWER button turns orange in standby mode. Press the POWER button again to turn
on and the LED light willturn blue.

2. The default camera display resolution setting is on 1024x768. If your output device does not
support this resolution; no image can be projected. Simply press hold the FREEZE and » button
to the change the resolution setting.

3. If your display output deviceis on TV or any analog device, please sw itch the TV-RGB dip sw itch
to TV.

The picture on the presentation screenis distorted or the image is blurry.

1. Reset all changed settings, if any, to the original manufacturer default setting. Press DEFAULT on
the remote or select Default in Basic tab OSD menu.
