
LDAP phonebook setup instruction for AVer EVC and SVC 
video conferencing systems 

 

What is LDAP? 
LDAP, Lightweight Directory Access Protocol, is an open, vendor-neutral, industry 

standard application protocol for accessing and maintaining distributed directory 

information services over an Internet Protocol (IP) network. 

 

EVC and SVC series are able to load contact list from a directory server via LDAP as their 

Online Phonebook. To set up LDAP, user needs to enable EVC / SVC Web Admin and 

login Webtool on web browser. 

 

LDAP settings are located under Phonebook of Webtool screen. 

 

 



Following information is required to setup LDAP server connection. 

� Server Address 

� Username (Login ID) 

� Password (Login Password) 

� Base DN (Directory query range and path) 

� LDAP port (Default port:389) 

 

Below is an example of LDAP setting. 

 

Once the setting is correctly done, there will be “Online Phone download Successful” 

message shown, then contact list will be loaded and listed in Online Phonebook as 

picture shown below.
